Pronouns are the words that are used in place of nouns in a sentence. Pronouns save the 

repetition of nouns. Some of the common pronouns are- he, she, they, you, it, we, etc. 

Pronouns are of different types based on their use. 

 

Read the following sentences: 

Rita is a good student. Rita completes her homework every day. Rita has many friends. Rita 

also dances well. 



In the above sentence, Rita has been used over and over again. Don’t you think this sentence 

sounds awkward? Now read the sentence given below. 

Rita is a good student. She completes her homework every day. She has many friends. She 

also dances well. 

In the above sentence, Rita has been replaced by ‘she’. Now the sentence is perfect. 

 

    TYPES OF PRONOUNS 

 

a) Personal Pronouns are used in place of the names of persons, animals, and things 

in a sentence. There are three forms of personal pronouns:  

• First person or the person speaking (I, me, we, our, us, etc) 

• Second person or the person spoken to (you, your) 

• Third person or the person spoken about (he, she, it, they, them, their, him, her)

FIRST PERSON I, me Common We, us 

SECOND 

PERSON 

You, your Common You, your 

THIRD PERSON He, him 

She, her 

It 

Male 

Female 

Neuter 

They, them, 

their 

Examples:  

1) She is intelligent 

2) They are playing chess 

3) He sent me a letter.

b) Possessive Pronouns indicate close possession or ownership or relationship of a 

thing/ person. Some of the common possessive pronouns are: yours, mine, his, ours, 

theirs, hers, its 

 SINGULAR PLURAL 

FIRST PERSON Mine Ours 

SECOND PERSON Yours Yours 

THIRD PERSON His, hers Theirs 

Examples:  

1) That cat is hers. 

2) The car is ours not theirs. 

3) The book is mine. 

4) The laptop is his. 

5) The red handbag is hers. 

6) The bike is yours. 

 

c) Interrogative Pronouns: Who, whom, whose, which, what are used for asking 

questions. 



• Who, whose and whom are used for persons only: Who is he? Whose book is this? 

Whom are you searching for? 

• Which is used for things, but it is used for person also when selection is to be 

made. 

Which is your slate? 

Which one do you want to have? 

Which of the boys went out? 

• What is used for things only: 

What do you require? What is he doing?
